e Engage in capacity building of the citizens (especially women) to .0ORG
make them understand basic primary healthcare needs and MAKING DEMOCRACY WORK
provisions made by the government with respect to various public
health schemes.

e To identify, create and work on public health delivery model which can be
scalable in Mumbai & Delhi.

e Organisation which have had experience and are currently working in the
sectors of primary health care in India, providing access and educating the
citizens on the same.

Eligibility:

® Previous experience (preferably at least three years) in working the on
issues of public health service delivery and awareness.

e The organisation should have a Foreign Contribution Regulation Act (FCRA)
clearance.

® (SO will be asked to submit a detailed project proposal and a detailed
budget for “applying” for a sub-grant.
